Maths 
Week 1-4: Place Value 
They will first revise knowledge of numbers to 20, ordering them, comparing them, representing them with pictures/ concrete resources and writing as numerals and words. For the rest of this block they will move onto looking at numbers to 100. They will learn to count objects to 100 by making tens, recognise tens and ones, partition numbers to 100 and write numbers to 100 in words. They will use number lines to order and estimate numbers. They will also compare and order objects and numbers. Your child will also revisit and practice counting in 2s, 5s and 10s. They will also learn to count in 3s for the first time.
Week 5-7: Addition and subtraction.
Children will revisit and consolidate understanding of number bonds to 20, addition and subtraction fact families to 20 and related facts to support them with working out addition and subtraction calculations with larger two digit numbers. They will then move onto learning bonds to 100. They will use a variety of resources and strategies to add and subtract 1s, 10s and then begin to add two 2- digit numbers.  


	Good News
	It’s been a great start to the new school year and all the children have settled back in really well. We look forward to a fun filled half term. The children are very excited about our new topic. They will be learning about famous explorers throughout history with a focus on Neil Armstrong and Christopher Columbus. They have enjoyed the first two weeks pretending to be astronauts in our Space station role play area in the classroom. Black History Month takes place every year in October across the world. The month presents an opportunity for children and young people to learn more about Black history through lessons and assemblies. We will also be continuing with Forest school sessions across year two and the topic maps will tell you what activities the children will be taking part in. 

	Homework 
	English homework will continue with the same format as last term. Maths homework will change slightly this year, as we are adding times tables practice. This is a national curriculum requirement from year two. In year one, your child learnt to count forwards and backwards in groups of 2, 5 and 10. We continue this in year two but also learn the 2, 5 and 10 times tables. The children need to be able to recall these facts from memory rapidly. We use a web based app called ‘Times Tables Rock stars’ (TTRS) to help them develop this ability. We are starting with the 10 times table this half term. Please see the letter on the school website giving specific guidance about when and how to use the app in more detail. The children have already logged on in school and are familiar with the website’s format. Their username and password can be found on the inside of the front cover of their maths homework folders. These folders will continue in the same format as year one, with a worksheet being sent home to complete on a Monday and returned the following Monday.
