	Learning News


	Topic: This half term we are learning about the topic of ‘Awesome Australia!’ (Geography focus). Within this topic, the children will take part in a range of exciting activities to explore ‘Australia’ within the classroom, thinking about comparing the human and physical features with where we live and, locating exciting places on a globe/map. We will also be using instruments to create a musical safari. In PSHCE we will be learning about respect for ourselves, each other, our community and animals/plants. Our Science topic this term will give us a chance to appreciate the nature around us including growing and caring for plants. We will also be creating artwork, using nature, inspired by Andy Goldsworthy. 
Maths: This half-term we will focus on Fractions and Time. We will also be practising a range of maths skills ready for the KS1 SATS in May. 

Fractions: 
· recognise, find, name and write fractions 1/3, 1/4 , 2/4 and 3/4 of a length, shape, set of objects or quantity

· write simple fractions for example, ½ of 6 = 3 and recognise the equivalence of 2/4 and ½ .
Time: 

· compare and sequence intervals of time 
· tell and write the time to five minutes, including quarter past/to the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times 
· know the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day.
English: This half-term our key texts are Meerkat Mail and The Boy who was Always Late. We will be writing setting descriptions, letters and a journey story. We will be extending our sentences using a range of conjunctions. We will also be ensuring we use the correct punctuation including capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks, commas in a list and question marks. Alongside our English lessons we will have handwriting lessons where we will learn to form letters correctly and how to join letters.
