1. High Expectations — What do parents understand about the expectations that we
have for their children and how those expectations are conveyed to the children in

school.

Parents felt that our expectations were made really clear through information on
newsletters, phonics/reading/information sessions for parents, Parent Consultations,
information on the website regarding uniform, behaviour, attendance etc. Daily
communication with Teachers as needed regarding behaviour or incidents involving
their children were also appreciated and made our expectations as a school very clear.
The parents present feit that their children also understood what was expected of them
through assemblies, reminders, modelling and praising appropriate behaviour and
positive praise by Teachers and other staff throughout the day, school rules, sanctions
